COOKIE POSTER CONTEST RULES 

 

 Poster must be drawn on 35cm wide x 55cm high (14” wide x 22” 

high) = half sheet white poster board.  

 Poster orientation can be either vertical or horizontal  

 If cookie is illustrated it must depict the current cookie made by 

Dare  

 Posters may depict either the chocolatey mint cookie or the 

sandwich cookies, or both.  

 Poster must be completely hand drawn. There must be no cut-out 

or traced characters or computer generated images or any kind. 

There should be no 3D additions, eg. googly eyes, fun fur etc.  

 If Guiders and/or girls are illustrated, they should be wearing 

uniform.  

 Posters must include a correct trefoil with the box around it. The 

trefoil must be black or navy blue colour. 

 
 There is a separate category for computer generated posters. 

Graphics used in this category must be original designs. These 

posters should be supplied in hard copy on an 8-1/2 by 11 sheet, 

either vertical or horizontal orientation.. This is an across the 

board category, not restricted to any single level.  

 Posters must include the following: 

  -the words: Girl Guide Cookies 

  -price: $5 per box 

 Other suggested additions: 

  -the toll free number: 1-800-565-8111 

  -the website: www.bc-girlguides.org 

  -the Fraser Skies website: www.fraserskiesgirlguides.com 

 The poster contest is open to all branches, including Rangers, 

Link, Trefoil Guild and Adult members.  

 The deadline for poster submissions is March 5, 2012
