Girl Guides of Canada-Guides du Canada (GGC) provides a safe and caring environment for all girls while they follow a thoughtful, educational and fun program of community, outdoor, personal growth and skill building activities.  Here a girl can make friends and have fun while gaining confidence and self esteem.  We welcome all girls from 5 to 18 years old and adults of all ages.  We have resources and programs to help with social skills, such as our anti-bullying program and our Diversity Challenge. All of our leaders are women who volunteer their time and energy.

We require parental/Guardian signatures on our application form as well as a signature on our Code of Conduct at the time the girl joins our organization.  We may also require a signature from time to time for an activity if it is outside the usual meeting place or community.  This might be a trip to a Girl Guide camp or a sleepover at the aquarium or something of that nature.  For many of these activities there is a need to obtain permission within a shorter time frame, usually a few weeks if the girl is to attend the event.
