· The award must be used within 18 months of the presentation date. 

· The recipient must agree to have her name and photograph publicized.

2. Letter from the applicant stating how guiding has enriched her life.

3. Reference letter from an adult member of Fraser Skies Area Girl Guides.

4. Reference letter from an adult outside of Girl Guides of Canada. 

5. An outline of your experiences within Girl Guides.

6. Service activities outside of Girl Guides of Canada.

7. Post-secondary / career goals.

8. Additional interests and activities.
